LETTER OF INTENT and PARTNERSHIP SCROLL, Explanation and Examples

1.
Letter of Intent (LOI).  A Letter of Intent must be completed, signed by both commanders, sent to unit’s Chain of Command, and forwarded to USAREUR/7A Partnership Coordinator, when a unit establishes a partnership.  Example of a Letter of Intent is on page C2.

2.
Establishing a partnership does not require  USAREUR/7A approval.

3.
PARTNERSHIP SCROLL.  The Partnership Scroll is awarded to units who have completed four (4) partnership events.  The allied unit will request their version of the scroll for the U.S. unit, through their channels.  CG, USAREUR/7A will sign the scroll for the allied partner and the allied General Officer will sign the scroll for the US unit.  Recognized unit’s exchange Partnership Scrolls during an appropriate ceremony.

4.
Units will use AE Form 1169-R to request a  Partnership Scroll.  Units must route request through their chain of command.

5.
Both, USAREUR/7A and allied unit commanders, MUST sign AE 1169-R.
