1.  REFERENCE.   TC 5-400, AR 200-1, AR 420-47, UR 200-1, UR 55-4                                                                          





2.  PURPOSE.  To enable commanders and unit Maneuver Damage Control Officers (MDCO) to protect the environment and natural resources during off-post maneuver activities.

    a. Commanders are legally and pecuniary liable for pollution created by their units.                         Commander’s responsibilities include:                                                                                                             


 


        (1)  Ensuring that environmentally sound planning is integrated into all operations.  





        (2)  Controlling hazardous waste (HW).  For the purpose of this fact sheet, HWs are the above-mentioned HMs, which are no longer suitable for their intended purpose.  Any spills of HM/HWs are reported and cleaned up immediately.  In addition, as a minimum: 





i.  Ensure that appropriate measures are taken to avoid hazardous material wastes, leaks 


and spills.





              ii.  All hazardous materials and hazardous wastes (HM/HWs) spills are reported and cleaned up immediately.      


                                                                                                                                                                                                  


        (3)  Appoint an Environmental Compliance Officer (i.e.MDCO) to coordinate and control environmental measures. Hazardous Materials/Wastes (HM/HWs)a. Definitions (1) Hazardous Material (HM) -For the purposes of this fact sheet, HMs include: all POL products, cleaning agents to include field kitchen dish water, medical material, battery acids, dry cell batteries, antifreeze and other glycerides, paints, and thinners.  Counter measures for these materials will include water repellent dry sweep that will be applied on top of the spillage and brushed in.  During refueling operations, a tarp will be utilized to prevent possible spillage onto bare ground.                                  





        (4).  All fuel trucks will be placed onto safe/coordinated ground, and must have 100 lb. serviceable dry sweep, plastic bags, drip pans and fire extinguishers on hand at all times.  Drip pans are placed so as to catch all POL drips from equipment. Drip pans will be inspected daily and are not allowed to overflow.   Serviceable dry-sweep is readily available wherever HM/Haws are stored/used (always remember it also can be used on top of water since it will eat up POL products but reject water).                                                                                                        


                                                    


    b.  Separate or Recycle Trash (SORT).          
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        (1).  Non-hazardous trash sorting categories are:                                                                                                       





 i.  Paper (no carbon paper

iii.  Metal (steel and aluminum go in same container)


iv.  All other non-hazardous trash





        (2).  Units are responsible to sort trash in their respective areas. Trash will be transported to the unit contracted trash dumpsters or hauled back to garrison.
