1.  PURPOSE:  To provide information to convoy commanders, drivers and senior occupants of military vehicles when exercising in a Maneuver Right Area (MRA).                                                                       

     a. This information should be kept with the vehicle dispatch as a reference for use before and during 
exercises.                                                                                                                                                  

     b. The specific guidelines below can be improved based on field exercises.                                                 

2.  FACTS.                                                                                                                                               

     a.  Maneuver damage minimization must be a priority concern during training missions.                            

     b.  Clean lighting devises and vehicle self-reflecting delineators before entering public roads.                                                                               

     c.  Reconnoiter new locations and march routes by the convoy commander.                                            

     d.  Secure a strip map and emergency telephone numbers before departing.                                              

     e.  Do not operate military vehicles when fatigued.                                                                                   

     f.  Consider weather effects and ground/roads conditions when driving in the MRA.                                 

     g.  To position vehicles between trees, use two (2) ground guides and pull-in mirrors.                                   

     h.  Minimize off road driving, because damages to private property must be paid for.                                

     i.  Mud on Public roads is a safety hazard, set up warning triangles or signs (Mud on Road.)                                                         

     j.  Mark (with warning triangles) and recover deadline vehicles on public roads ASAP.                                                                  

     k.  Secure load, because lost parts are also safety hazards for public roads traffic and should be recovered.                                         

     l .  Exercise extreme caution when making a left turn on public roads.                                                       

    m.  Do not idle vehicles needlessly, idling wears down (cold) engines and causes air and noise pollution.
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     n.  Use drip pans when parked and during refueling operations                                                                

     o.  Report serious incidents immediately to higher headquarters. (Within 1AD area directly to 1AD,G5)
