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HAJMASKER, Hungary –
With Apache helicopters soaring
through the sky above and Brad-
ley Fighting Vehicles thundering
over the battlefield, 1st Armored
Division soldiers joined their
counterparts from the Hungarian
25th Mechanized Brigade to
conduct the Delta 2001 training

exercise in early September.
The 10-day interoperability

exercise trained the division and
the Hungarian soldiers to work
together in a variety of situations,
ranging from peacekeeping mis-
sions to high-intensity conflicts.

The units executed two live-
fire exercises together along with
multiple rehearsals to familiarize
each with the other unit’s fighting
capabilities and tactics.

“Delta 2001 was intended to

build upon what we have already
gained from our two previous
exercises together,” said Col.
David A. Lawrence, 4th Brigade
commander. “This exercise was
designed to stress interoperability
and cooperation between the U.S.

Battalion; 123rd Main Support
Battalion; and Company B, 141st

Signal Battalion.
Delta 2001 was the third

exercise in which the division and
the Hungarian 25th Mechanized
Brigade have trained together. The
two units also trained together
during Iron Dragon in 1999 in
Friedburg, Germany, and
ARRCADE Fusion 2000 in
Wildflecken, Germany.

Soldiers and commanders
worked side by side with their
Hungarian counterparts through-
out the exercise.

“This exercise was a great
building block in the foundation
of our partnership with our NATO
partner, the Hungarian Land
Forces,” said Col. Leo A. Brooks
Jr., 1AD assistant division com-
mander for maneuver. “It was also
great to get our soldiers away from
all of the training areas they are
used to operating in back in
Germany and to train in a differ-
ent environment. It was a success
in the way our soldiers worked and
interacted with their Hungarian
counterparts. As the exercise is
critiqued at the various levels of
the chain of command through
after-action reviews, the soldiers
will gain and learn even more from
the experience.”
