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1st Armored Division Commander’s Policy





This policy establishes uniform procedures for the preparation and maintenance of the 1st Armored Division 


Commander’s Policy File.  Policies will apply to all 1st Armored Division units and personnel.  Unit commanders and civilian supervisors will maintain a file of current policy letters and keep assigned personnel informed of established policy as it applies.





Policy letters will be submitted through the Chief of Staff to the Commander for approval and authorization.  


Policy letters will normally be limited to two pages and will be in the format of this policy letter.  Letters will be used only when appropriate to clarify Department of the Army, USAREUR, or V Corps policies.  All policy letters will be placed in one of the categories indicated below and numbered accordingly.
