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POLICY:  Accident prevention and reporting are an integral part of training to standard in the 1st Armored Division and are also a part of every leader’s performance standards.  All leaders will incorporate risk management into everything they do.

Every leader in 1st Armored Division is responsible for the safety of our soldiers, civilians and family


members. Our readiness depends upon tough, realistic training executed in difficult conditions that replicate combat. Leaders, down to the lowest level, must be personally engaged in order to reinforce safety standards


and to keep our soldiers safe in all operating environments. Individual soldier awareness and a common sense


safety focus will protect our most valuable resources.





Brigade, battalion and company commanders will appoint a Safety Officer. Safety Officers and NCOs must


attend the 7th ATC Safety Officer Course (SOC 40) before assuming duties. Battalion commanders will approve any appointment of an untrained Safety Officer at the Company level and will enforce attendance NLT 90 days after appointment. SOC 40 provides Safety Officers the training necessary to establish and manage an effective safety program. Commanders should strive to keep safety personnel in position for not less than one year.





4.  Commanders must develop a safety focus that relies upon continuous risk assessments to identify hazards and risk mitigation actions. Risk management is a continuously evolving task. As training and operating conditions change, so does the risk. Every Iron Soldier must have a working knowledge of the five-step Risk


Management Process. Heighten the awareness of personal risk to our soldiers, civilians and family members and instill a sense of self-responsibility for individual well-being and the safety of others. No peacetime training event is worth risking the life of our soldiers. Safety requires Iron Discipline in the enforcement of standards and vigilant leadership.





5.  The USAREUR safety goal is “no loss of life.” Old Ironsides will do everything necessary in our efforts to achieve this worthy goal. Every leader, soldier, civilian and family member must put forth a concerted effort to set the conditions for a safe environment---both on and off duty. Our mission requires us to expose ourselves daily to dangerous situations that can be executed safely with proper leadership and a comprehensive safety focus.
