POLICY:  To publish policy on the use of tobacco/smoking within this command.





1.  References:

2.  This policy is applicable to all personnel assigned, attached, or under the operational control of the 1st Armored Division.





3.  Smoking/chewing of tobacco products is prohibited in all military vehicles and aircraft, all official vans and buses, and all 1st Armored Division workplaces.  Indoor designated smoking areas are prohibited.  





4.  Commanders will designate outdoor smoking areas, which are reasonably accessible to soldiers and civilians and provides a measure of protection from the elements.  Smoking areas will be at least 50 feet from military vehicles, motor pools and buildings and will not be placed so to allow smoke to enter buildings or other work areas.





5.  Outside smoking areas will be cleaned daily.  Smokers will police their own cigarette butts.  No open spit bottles or containers will be left in trashcans, ashtrays, or cigarette containers.
