General.


Soldiers assigned to the 1st Armored Division who have demonstrated exceptional performance should be recognized with an appropriate award.  


When determining a soldier’s eligibility for an award, commanders will consider the following:


Awards are for performance that exceeds regular requirements.


The level of award should be appropriate to the level of achievement and responsibilities during the soldier’s assignment in the Division.


Deserving soldiers should be recognized for service on their departure from the Division, regardless of whether or not they are departing the theater.


Award Approval Authorities.  Awards will be submitted through the chain of command to the award approval authority.  The CG will only sign award certificates for awards for which he is the approval authority or in cases where he gives an impact award for achievement.


Meritorious Service Medal		Division Commander


Army Commendation Medal		Brigade Commander or SPCMCA/MSM Disapproval


Army Achievement Medal		Battalion Commander or SCMCA


Submission Timelines.  Intent is to recognize deserving soldiers either before they leave the Division if the award is for service or within a week of the specific act if the award is for achievement.  Awards can be processed as necessary.  DA Form 638 which require the CG’s signature for service or achievement should be submitted IAW AR 600-8-22--complete, signed, and ready for his approval. The following are general submission timelines for service awards:


Meritorious Service Medal		45 days prior to presentation


Army Commendation Medal		30 days prior to presentation


Army Achievement Medal		30 days prior to presentation
