General.


Soldiers assigned to the Headquarters and Headquarters Company, 1st Armored Division who have demonstrated exceptional performance should be recognized with an appropriate award.


The Commanding General, 1st Armored Division is the approval authority for the award of the Army Achievement Medal, Army Commendation Medal, and Meritorious Service Medal for soldiers in HHC, 1st Armored Division.


Processing Procedures.  Effective immediately, the intermediate approval authority for awards of soldiers in HHC, 1AD staff sections will be the senior-ranking section member.  Staff principals are responsible for the timely submission of both service and achievement awards. 


The senior-ranking section member will complete block 23 of the DA Form 638 as the intermediate approval authority and forward the award along with a completely filled out Award Recommendation Information Sheet to G1, POAD for processing.  The Commander, HHC, 1AD remains the intermediate approval authority for HHC soldiers who do not serve in staff sections.


Commander, HHC, 1AD will provide G1, POAD, on a weekly basis, a current roster of those soldiers who are flagged or otherwise ineligible for an award.  G1, POAD will verify the soldiers’ information and eligibility and process the award with the command group.


Submission Timelines.  Intent is to recognize deserving soldiers either before they leave the Division if the award is for service or within a week of the specific act if the award is for achievement.  Awards can be processed as fast as they need to be.  In no case should an award not be processed in time to present it to the departing soldier because it was believed that there was not enough time to get it done.  The following are general submission timelines for service awards:


Meritorious Service Medal		45 days prior to presentation


Army Commendation Medal		30 days prior to presentation


Army Achievement Medal		30 days prior to presentation


If the CG presents an Impact award to a soldier, the immediate supervisor will complete the DA Form 638 for the recognized act and submit it to the Division G1 within five days of presentation.
