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1st Armored Division Commander’s Policy





1.  Force protection is commander’s business.  Commanders have a duty to ensure all members of the 1AD team are aware of threats and what we are doing to counter them.  This policy mandates steps that all battalion level and above commanders will take upon assuming command.


2.  Within 30 days of assuming command, commanders (battalion level and above) will:


a.  Receive a community force protection briefing from the BSB Commander.  The purpose of this briefing is to familiarize the commander with policies and procedures unique to the community and BSB within which he/she will command.


b.  Review Command Security Upgrade Program (CSUP) projects and other force protection related work orders submitted by the unit to ensure that they are properly prioritized.  


c.  Review the unit Mission Essential Vulnerable Area (MEVA) list to ensure it is current and revise the list as necessary.  Ensure physical security inspections have been conducted for each MEVA, deficiencies have been corrected, and applicable protection measures are in place based on risk analysis.


3.  Commanders will review regulations governing force protection.  These include USAREUR Reg. 525-13 (Anti-Terrorism/Force Protection) dated 1 Feb 00, 1AD OPORD 98-144 (Force Protection) dated 08 Aug 98 and current FRAGOs, and 1AD OPROD 99-19 (Arming of Force Protection Guards) dated 09 Aug 99 and current FRAGOs.


4.  In accordance with USAREUR Reg. 525-13, para. 5-26, commanders will ensure the unit has a primary and alternate Force Protection Officer appointed.  The primary will be AT/FP Level II trained.


5.  Initiate and maintain an active participation in BSB Joint Action Working Group (JAWG) meetings in order to discuss the threat, evaluate security measures, and develop issues for presentation to the Senior Tactical Commander (STC).


6.  Ensure the unit conducts annual SAEDA and AT/FP Level I (individual) training.  The Division standard for Level I trained personnel is for all soldiers to receive training annually.


7.  Commanders must establish a system for disseminating travel advisories to their soldiers.  Receiving travel advisories from higher headquarters and disseminating them to all battalions within the Division is useless if each battalion does not have a routine method for ensuring every soldier receives the advisory.  Ensure the system covers how to effectively dissiminate advisories received after duty hours before the next duty day.


8.  Commanders must certify all armed guard documentation IAW 1AD OPORD 99-19, Annex F.  Screening documentation and training certification will be reviewed and updated as needed.  
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POLICY:  Commanders are responsible for the protection of our soldiers, family members, and assets.  This policy mandates steps that all battalion level and above commanders will take upon assuming command.
